The topic of this research is devoted to explaining the concept of coercive
disappearance, and its cases concerning the aforementioned demonstrations in
light of the reports of human rights organizations, and political and legal
problems that may hinder the criminal responsibility for them, and thus achieve
the desired social justice for their victims.

The human right to health is one of the basic rights that international
legislation and conventions have entrusted to protect humans throughout the
ages, medical liability is one of the important issues from the practical point of
view and at the level of the legal system, especially its basis and its basic pillar
which is a medical error and its importance within the framework of liability
rules. The rule is that the doctor asks about all the damages that arise as a result
of his/her mistake and lack of caution for the medical process, but the practical
reality revealed the presence of medical errors that doctors may escape from
without responsibility and compensation for harming the patient, due to the
positive legislation that did not directly address the issue of the doctor's
responsibility. | left that to the provisions of the general rules and these rules are
insufficient, through which the doctor or the one who caused the medical
mistake can pay responsibility if it is proven that the mistake was not made by
him/her, or (s)he invokes the foreign reason, such as that the error is from
others, so (s)he is exempt from liability, moreover, we find differences in
jurisprudence and the judiciary in the nature of the doctor's responsibility,
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whether it was a nodal or a failure, and from here appeared a dispersion in
building responsibility and defining its basis, so we need other solid and
supportive legal justifications that include new foundations to enhance
responsibility cities compensation for the damages resulting from medical errors
resulting from the practitioner of his/her profession in a manner inconsistent
with the duties required by the practice of the medical profession that require
caution and caution in diagnosis and treatment, which leads to harmful results
that could have been avoided if (s)he exerted care in treating the patient. The
issue of medical errors and how to compensate for them has occupied many
jurists in writing and researching. Nevertheless, it is necessary to search and
investigate implicit texts if they are not explicit on which to base the approval of

the doctor's responsibility and compensation for the patient or his family in the
event of his death.

The problem of the research is summarized in the absence of legal texts that
clearly regulate the civil liability of the physician, so it is not possible to rely
entirely on the general rules stipulated in the civil law, which are the rules for
compensation for damage, as this really constitutes a legislative vacuum in some
cases, and the doctor causing the damage will certainly evade compensation.

The research will try to find other texts on which the doctor's responsibility is
based, other than the aforementioned rules in the civil law, and the most
Important of these foundations is bearing the risk of risks despite the doctor's
claim of irresponsibility, so he bears the damage to the patient as a result of the
error in the surgery based on the rule of fines for sheep, and the introduction of a
system Compulsory insurance for compensation from medical errors.

As for the methodology of the study, we will rely in this study on the
analytical and comparative approach of the relevant legal texts, whether the texts
contained in the Iraqi civil law and comparative law, to search for texts to lay
the new foundations on which compensation for medical errors is based.

Research structure: To get acquainted with the topic of the research, we will
divide its plan into three topics. In the first section, we will deal with the
traditional foundations for compensation for damages from medical errors, in
the second section, the new foundations for compensation for damages from
medical errors, and in the third section, we will deal with the effect of achieving
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the basis of the doctor's responsibility and if we have finished, we will reach the
research with a conclusion, in which we will include the most important
conclusions and recommendations.

The issue of human rights is an important and thorny topic that includes a
large number of rights. Unfortunately, many of them are still subject to the
detriment in most countries especially in the countries of the Middle East. The
topic of our research is closely related to human rights and is considered a part
of it, namely the right to self — a determination which is considered one of the
basic rights that people must enjoy, especially colonized peoples, which have
been approved by national constitutions and agreed upon by the international
community. The emergence of revolutionary movements, coups, and revolutions
that called for independence to get rid of colonialism. In other words, at first, it
recognized the right to self-determination only for peoples suffering from
occupation; however, with the development of the rules of international law and
the emergence of treaties, this right was also granted in countries that suffer
from racial discrimination and the policy of persecution practiced by the home
country and if these policies are a reason for calling on minorities from the home
country, which international law has guaranteed protection. However, this right
Is at times inconsistent with the sovereignty of the states, and this has created
problems between minorities and the home country, as many countries have
refused to grant the minorities within them the right to determine their destiny
under the pretext that it leads to diminishing the sovereignty of the states; this
led to the increase in the problems in those countries and thus prompted the
minorities in them to from opposition parties to work on the fall of the mother
country.
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In general, the right to self-determination is collective, not an individual one in
the sense that this right cannot be exercised by a single individual or group of
individuals. It is a right that is practiced by a large number of people who share
common bonds such as language, history, culture; however, this right cannot be
exercised by every group linked by common ties to which the term minority or

ethnicity applies. Rather, these groups must suffer from racial discrimination
and the policy of persecution practiced by the country of origin. The reason for
restricting this right in international law is not to break up states and to preserve
security stability in them, Thus, it can be said that the right to self-determination
Is limited to two situations; the first is the case of peoples subject to colonialism
or occupation, where, according to this right, she has the right to get rid of
foreign occupation or racial discrimination and to rule herself. The second is the
case of minorities who are subject to persecution or systematic racial
discrimination by the mother country.

Not only that, but Iraq has become an image of a state since April
2003, because there are no foundations of a civil state, most trends claim that Iraq
suffers from the absence of a civil state, since the establishment of the state in 1921 it
has been led by political regimes that have not been interested in it as a state. Irag
emerged as an organization affiliated with the political system, over the past decades.

The various political regimes that have succeeded in Irag have not been able to
complete the state-building process, so everyone understands that the state is an
institutional, economic, and political project.

The successive regimes in Iraq suffered from many and multiple crises, the
most prominent of which were the crisis of legitimacy, identity, penetration, and the
crisis of integration and integration, and in light of these crises the state began to suffer

The political equation after 2003 was directly reflected like the formation of
state institutions in general, and the government in particular, as well as the lack
of harmony between the politicians, participated in their formation, and we
should not lose sight of the delay in forming the government for several months
in each session, because every party seeks to achieve its interests at the expense
of the national interest, In addition to the poor coordination and integration
between state institutions.

Consequently, the Prime Minister in particular - and throughout the
parliamentary sessions in question - faced many challenges, foremost of which
political conflicts and bargains between political forces and parties involved in
forming the government, especially since these conflicts are fueled by the
interventions of international and regional powers, as well as security, economic

and social challenges, which contributed to curbing government performance, to
the extent that it led to the absence of a rational public policy.
